Termination of housing agreement

Inform the landlord/real estate agency of your intended date of move-out at least more than 1 month before
departing from Japan.

Note: If you inform on short notice, you may be charged for the rent for the next month.

Clean the housing and restore it as it was when you moved in. At the move-out inspection, you may be charged
for repair/replacement costs depending on the state of the housing (if stained, broken) and the costs will be
deducted from your security deposit; if the state is extremely deteriorated, you may be charged more than the

security deposit.

. Disposal of Bulky Unwanted Items

For disposal of bulky items including furniture and beds, contact the city/ward office.

City/ward offices do not undertake the waste of electronic items such as TVs, ACs, refrigerators, washing
machines and PCs because of the Electronic Appliance Law. Contact the consumer electronics stores from which
you bought the item, recycling member stores or relevant makers.

If you cannot identify the store from which you bought, contact the recycling center (phone: 03-5296-7200.) You

need to pay a shipping fee besides the mandatory recycling fee.

. Settlement of Phone Bills

Cancel at a branch store of your telecommunications carrier.
Cancel the Internet connection and/or landline contracts.
Cancellation of Bank Account and Credit Card

Request cancellation at the windows of the bank/post office.

For the utilities, mobile phone bills, the Internet connection fees and others which are deducted from your bank

account, make sure that you settle all the bills before closing the account.

O Cancellation of Credit Cards
Cancel the credit cards you obtained in Japan, before departing from Japan. For inquiry, contact the number

printed on the back of the credit card.

6. Procedures at City/Ward Office, Post Office
O Notification of Move-Out
Submit a Notification of Move-Out when you have finalized the departure date at the city/ward office of your
residence. If you fail this procedure, the local taxes will be imposed on you even after departure from Japan.
[Necessary Documents]
(DPassport @Resident card (or Alien registration card)
(®National health insurance card @National pension book (if applicable) G&Name seal
[0 National Health Insurance Premiums
You need to adjust excesses/shortfalls of the premiums you paid under the National Health Insurance Program
before departure from Japan. For this procedure, visit the national health insurance section of the city/word
office of your residence. The expiry date will be reset to the date of your departure, so that you can use the
insurance up to the date of departure.
O Disenrollment in National Health Insurance Program (if applicable)
Disenroll at the national health insurance section of the city/ward office of your residence.
O Request for mail forwarding service
Request mail forwarding service at the post office a week or so before departure from Japan; however, not

available to be forwarded outside Japan.)

7. At departure from Japan

O Return of Your Resident Card
If you depart from Japan without intent to come back soon, you must return your resident card. All you have to
do is to hand over the resident card to the immigration officer at the air/sea port from which you are departing. To
enter Japan soon again for your degree conferment, for instance, please apply for a Special Re-Entry at the time of
departure from Japan. However, the period of stay is not the period which is printed on the resident card, but the
last date of the month in which you will graduate from this university. This university submits a list of
graduates/ graduate candidates to the Immigration Bureau.
To stay longer than the date aforesaid, change your status of residence to other; otherwise, you must depart from

Japan within one month.
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
