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2. Japanese Language Courses at TMU

It is important to practice letters and words not only in class but also by self-study.




Although romaji are given in the textbook, it is recommended that you be able to read
hiragana and katakana. Students will also speak in key phrases using words and
expressions related to the content of each lesson. After studying two lessons, students will
have time to independently reflect on what they have learned and use expressions learned
in class outside the classroom.

Homework/assignments

Students must prepare for the topics of a lesson assigned by the instructor before the
class and review the lesson after the class.
Students must learn new words of each lesson.

Grammar will be studied through
conversation and practiced based on an understanding of sentence patterns and rules.
Students will also practice reading and writing short sentences related to the content of
this lesson. At the end of each lesson, students will be given time to independently reflect
on what they have learned and to use the expressions learned in class outside the
classroom.
