WEZe7 L), for students from TMU's partner institutions. Through a variety of engaging activities, participants
will gain a deeper understanding and appreciation for Japan'’s rich linguistic and cultural heritage.

Course Outline: 3 Levels for Beginner’s Japanese & Authentic Cultural Experiences
e Speak with Confidence: Learn Everyday Japanese at your pace (CEFR Level A1 to A2.2)
e Experience the culture: Museum visit, watching traditional performing arts, tea ceremony & calligraphy
e Expert-Led: Immerse yourself in Japanese culture with guidance from experts
Eligibility: (1) Undergraduate or graduate students from TMU’s partner institutions and (2) those who have never
studied Japanese or are at a beginner level. (Admission is competitive with only 30 seats available.)

Application Process
Step 1: Ensure you are nominated by your home university’s international office.

Step 2: Prepare the following documents: (1) Visa request form (if required)

(6) JLPT score (if you have taken it before), and (7) English test score such as IELTS, TOEFL, TOEIC, etc. (If you
are a student whose language of instruction at the university/program is not English. Applicants should have at
least these English scores: IELTS 6.0, TOEFL iBT 78, or TOEIC 653)

Program Fee Payment: The program fee includes accommodation, course textbooks, admission fees for field
trips and workshop materials. The fee of 140,000 JPY should be paid by overseas remittance(credit card is not
available) no later than May 16. (Payment instructions will be provided upon application acceptance.)

Cancellation Policy: A cancellation fee applies after application acceptance and program fee payment.
Cancellations received 1 qualify for % program fee refund. Subsequent cancellations are non-

refundable.

TMU Summer Program 2025 Schedule (Note: The schedule may be subject to change.)
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Japanese Language Course: There are 3 classes: Starter, Elementary 1 and Elementary 2. Your class will be
determined based on the scores of SPOT90 (Test results are not required for applicants who have no prior
experience in learning Japanese language). The objectives of each class and their relationship with the CEFR level
are also shown below.

o Starter (CEFR Level A1): This class is for those who have never studied Japanese before, and wish to interact in
everyday situations, such as shopping and at restaurants. If your score of SPOT90 is between 0 and 25, you will
be placed in this class. Textbook: Marugoto: Japanese language and culture, Starter (A1); Coursebook for
communicative language activities “katsudo” and competences “Rikar.”

o Elementary 1 (CEFR Level A2.1): This class is for those who wish to talk about simple things such as your family,
job, and your town. If your score of SPOT90 is between 26 and 40, you will be placed in this class. Textbook:
Marugoto: Japanese language and culture, Elementary 1 (A2); Coursebook for communicative language activities
“katsudo” and competences "Rikai."

e Elementary 2 (CEFR Level A2.2): This class is for those who wish to do more using basic expressions, such as
arranging a trip and describing a tourist destination. If your score of SPOT90 is between 41 and 47, you will be
placed in this class. Textbook: Marugoto: Japanese language and culture, Elementary 2 (A2); Coursebook for
communicative language activities “katsudo” and competences "Rikat".

Award of Certificate: To receive a certificate of completion, participants must meet a minimum score requirement.
Those who do not fulfill all the criteria will instead receive a certificate of participation. Please note that a certificate
of participation is not equivalent to a certificate of completion. Participants will be evaluated based on their class
participation (30%), in-class activities (40%), and a presentation (3090).
